Happy New Year!! As we close out one year
and turn the page on another one, it is time for
us to start reflecting on our accomplishments
and goals for the upcoming year.

We can count a number of things among our
accomplishments, most recently the defeat of
the convenience store at 51st and Springdale.
This case was scheduled for a city council vote
on December 8th, but the developer saw the
writing on the wall and withdrew his case early
that moming: we were able to get a valid
petition in opposition to the development put
together. This meant the developer would have
had to have six of the seven council members
vote in favor of his project. He quickly
determined this was not going to happen and
conceded defeat.

While this is a major accomplishment for us
and those of you personally involved, this case
offered many learning lessons for us. This was
by far the ugliest zoning case; I have had the
pleasure or displeasure of working on with
respect to this neighborhood. The developer
and his agent conducted themselves in a
manner that I deemed unprofessional and quite
frankly low.

While 1 cannot personally make decisions for
any of you, I would ask in the future if
someone comes to your door and ask you to
sign something, especially as it relates to a

zoning case, please contact me or a member of
the executive committee.

In the case of the convenience store on 51st
there were a lot of misrepresentations made by
the developer to lead folks to believe the
neighborhood association supported the project
and they also misrepresented what was being
built, as a way to get you all to sign their
petition in favor of the project. For those of
you who signed their petition, this could have
posed  drastic  ramifications for  our
neighborhood.  Please know what you are
signing and if you are unsure, tell the person
you want to check with the association before
signing anything. If they are legitimate, they
will understand and appreciate you wanting to
get more information. '

We want to protect our neighborhood as there
will be an increase in development in this area

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Affordable Housing: How
Should The City Encourage
All Types of Housing, for All
Kinds of People, in All Parts

of Town?

The City of Austin currently uses the Kirwan
opportunity map to ~address -‘geographic
opportunity in funded projects. After a scan of
national practices for housing siting policies,
three additional approaches have emerged as
starting points for this conversation:

1. Goal-Based Siting Policies

In this approach, a jurisdiction sets a number of
expected affordable units per defined (new or
exisiting) geographic area. Example: Portland
Metro area created a "fair share" model whose
goal is to achieve an equitable distribution of
housing opportunity among {ocal jurisdictions
in the region by working toward a similar
distribution of household incomes within each
Metro jurisdiction that reflects the regional
income distribution as a whole.

2. Capacity-Based Siting Policies:

In this approach, a jurisdiction creates a
formula by which to exempt
communities/geographic  areas from an
affordable housing requirement if they can
demonstrate they have already reached a quota
based on a formulaic capacity. Example:
Seattle's affordable housing development siting
policy (pg. E5-E6) defines capacity as any
given census block group having a proportion
of 20% or more affordable housing for
extremely low-income households (<30%
Median Family Income). There are exceptions
to this policy, such as in defined priority areas
for funding, if the project has neighborhood
support , or if the area is also receiving new
market-rate housing.

3. Strategic Siting Policies:

This is a place-based approach, in which the
jurisdiction targets investment in affordable
housing in specific geographic areas. Often this
investment is aligned with other systems to
ensure maximum efficiency in affordable
housing siting (e.g. public transit, employment
centers, social services, health facilities,
schools). Example: Denver's TOD fund offers
funding to affordable housing development
seeking to preserve affordable housing near

_current or proposed rail lines.

We'd like to know what you think would help
the public, policy makers and developers
achieve their goals of developing affordable
housing throughout Austin. Contact the City of
Austin Neighborhood Housing and Community
Development Office to share your thoughts on
how to encourage all types of housing, for all
kinds of people, in all parts of town when using
local and federal funding.

January 2012 Mueller

Update

2012 will see a lot of activity at Mueller, as
ground is broken for several projects that hope
to be completed in 2013. Among those, the
Market District and H.E.B. grocery store,
which will also include extending Berkman
into Mueller at SlIst Street, will have the
biggest impact on Windsor Park. AISD’s plans
to start construction by mid-summer on its
Performing Arts Center at Mueller Blvd. and
51st Street will coincide with Barbara Jordan
Blvd. being connected to the new Berkman
extension. Austin Children’s Museum and the
Austin Playhouse will start work on adjacent
facilities in the coming Town Center, along
Aldrich across from the Lake Park Playground.
Between Mattie Street and Berkman, road and
infrastructure work will soon start for a new
residential section of 221 homes. The US
Department of Energy’s Solar Decathlon event
(a program that challenges collegiate teams to
design, build, and operate solar-powered
houses that are cost-cffective, energy-efficient,
and attractive) will move out of Washington
D.C. for the first time in 2013, with Austin and
Mueller vying to host.

Back in October, Wanderlust, a Yahoo News
site, named Mueller’s Sunflowers #4 in the Top
5 Bizarre Public Art Displays in the US, and
they’re featured in a short online video.

The 51st Vision Plan, to be presented at
January’s RMMAPIAC meeting, proposes
changes to 51st Street from Berkman to IH35
that would make the street much more bike and
pedestrian friendly. Such improvements would
make the Windsor Park side of 51st more
attractive to development that would fit our
neighborhood plan and improve our
connections to Mueller. Hopes are that
community support will include this in a
November 2012 bond package.

The Mueller Commission (RMMAPIAC)
meeting will be on January 10th, 2012 at 6PM
at the Carver Library, 1161 Angelina, Meeting
Room 1, which will be the 2012 home for
Mueller Commission meetings. More Mueller
